You will be designing a survey to help you decide what you should include in your
‘Downtown Mansfield design. Remember that it is important to include buildings and
areas that people who live in the town would like to have, therefore you need to get

some data from those people. Once your survey is designed and has been approved,
you will ask for responses from various people.

1.Figure out the goél for your survey. Specifically, what are you trying to find
out?

2. Who will you ask? Why will you ask the sample group that you chose?

3. Write an introduction to your survey. Your introduction should explain what
you are asking and why you are asking. This should be placed on the top of
your survey sheet to read aloud to those you are surveying. Keep it brief.




4. What are the specific questions you will ask? It is best to ask questions that
require a short or yes/no answer. You should not have more than 7 questions.

5. Design the format of your survey. You may want to use Excel or Word to
organize it so it will be easy to collect your data. Think about some of the
samples you saw in class and create your own.

6. Pre- test your survey. Ask someone in class to try it out and see if it makes
sense and is written clearly. Make any necessary changes.
